Open candidates can 
target to finish by first quarter of second year by submitting 
the defensible draft of the dissertation.

For open candidates opting for the international module, 
the programme fees and related expenses of the international 
component is additional and will be known prior to the visit 
to Syracuse. Programme fees for Government sponsored 
candidates will be paid by the concerned departments and the 
DoPT, GoI, as per rules.

Selection Process
Selection of open and overseas candidates is based on a two 
stage process. Candidates will be first selected to be called for 
interview based on the following criteria:
